Prior to. the creation of the present-day Department of Trans­
portation, county roads were maintained by the men of each commun­
ity. Their upkeep was directed through the local Board of Super­
visors in each township. The following exerpts from one of Bruns­
wick County's local boards will help to explain how our turn-of-the­
century roads were maintained •

Township that Washington Sellers be and that he is hereby 
appointed overseer of the road leading from Lockwoodsfol­
ly Bridge to Maple Gully and that the same hands work as 
heretofore. • .
